Dates and times for some services should be arranged between winner and donor at a 
mutually agreed upon date and time at their convenience.  Please carefully review 
related information for items regarding time limitations and restrictions.  Gift certificates 
are not redeemable for cash and are not replaceable if lost or stolen.

¶ To bid in the silent or live auction, you are required to have a bidding number provided 
by the Benefit Registration Committee.  Each family or bidder will receive one bid 
number.  All bids, once made, cannot be withdrawn unless superseded by a higher 
bidder.  Only the Auctioneer may nullify a bid.  No bids may be crossed out or erased.  
The Auctioneer shall act as the final authority in any dispute. 

 

¶ The Fair Market Value of an item is provided based on the donorôs representation only.  
The winnerôs payment is deductible for federal income tax purposes to the extent that 
the payment exceeds the fair market value of the item. 

 

¶ At the Silent Auction, there will be a bid sheet for each auction item.  The item, opening 
bid and minimum raise information will be clearly printed on each bid sheet.  Bids are 
made by clearly printing your bid number and bid on the next available blank line.  Bids 
will be disqualified if the required minimum bid and/or raise are not satisfied.  All bid 
sheets will be picked up promptly at the designated closing time.  

 

¶ If there is unusual competition or dispute on any particular item(s) in the Silent Auction, 
the Auctioneer may hold an ñon the spotò live auction of that item to determine the 
winning bidder.
